     Buy a capo ï a capo is a small, cheap device 

that allows a guitarist to change key instantly. Use 

the LCI website ï itôs free, and has hundreds of 

resources available to answer questions and give 

you fresh ideas. 

     Figure out good keys to play in ï find the pro-

ject that works for your members. Just because the 

fruit sale or cruise-in was a hit for one club, does-

nôt mean itôs perfect for yours. 

     Try to prepare ï for our son, that meant prac-

tice and writing things down. Put an agenda to-

gether. It gives you a guide as you work through 

the meeting or event. 

     Take the lead -  gently guide members by your  
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 actions. A good president knows how to keep the 

meeting orderly, productive, and moving forward. 

     Donôt flog a dead horse ï if members donôt 

seem interested, wrap it up quickly and move on to 

something else.   

     Relax and have FUN! ï youôll be amazed how 

much other peopleôs opinions of how good you are 

doing relies on how much fun you look like you 

are having. When something goes wrong, and we 

all know it does, laugh it off and move on.  The 

worst that can happen is that the tail twister fines 

you a little more.  

     As we look ahead, be proud of what we have 

accomplished so far. January is always a great 

time to review your club goals. Make sure you are 

on track, or modify them as the case may be. Our 

clubs are growing, members are more involved, 

but most importantly, we are serving. Service is 

the key to Lions and we are having FUN!
