TRUSTEES NEEDED FOR
STATE PROJECT

The Indiana Lions Speech and Hearing,
Inc. State project needs an immediate Lion to take
the place of Lion John Finchum, a long time trus-
tee, who recently retired because of health reasons.
One is needed to fill in until the next election at
the District Convention, which is in March. There
will be a need for another Lion to run for trustee at
that time. Lion Bernie Havens, who has been a
trustee on that project for twelve years, will also be
retiring because of age and time served.

At the present time, two of the required
three trustees are PDG Chris Smith and Lion
Bernie Havens, both of Fort Wayne. It would be
desirous to get the replacements from the northern
or southern part of the district so they could repre-
sent other areas of the district easier. It is a rela-
tively easy trustee job. They meet six times a year
on the second Sunday of every other month start-
ing in February. This project controls the Hearing
Aid Loaner Bank and the Alternative Communica-
tion Device Loaner Bank, both of which are main-
tained by the Riley Children's Hospital in Indian-
apolis. The main job of the trustee is to promote
the project, attend the meetings, inform clubs of
the goals of the project, help with applications for
loaners and take part in the areas they are most in-
terested in.

Other things that the project does is con-
tribute to the Deaf Camp programs, give grants to

Speech and Hearing graduate students at the four |

State Universities, local grants, scholarships, dis-
tribute booklets on hearing and speech subjects,
support the Cochlear Implant program at Riley and
recycle used hearing aids and cell phones. The
meetings are held in the Riley Board Room located
in the cafeteria area at Riley. The trustees carpool
from Fort Wayne. Each state project should have
three trustees from each of the eight Districts mak-
ing a total of 24 trustees for each project.
